• Manage relationships with external vendors and partners related to information security. 
• Coordinate, implement, and maintain a comprehensive IT security strategy aligned with 

the organization's business goals and industry best practices. 
• Implement safeguards to assists in the organization's compliance with all relevant data 

protection laws, industry standards, and regulatory requirements. 
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• Identify, assess, and prioritize IT security risks, and develop and execute strategies to 
mitigate and manage these risks effectively. 

• Implement security awareness programs and training initiatives to educate employees on 
best security practices and emerging threats.
